“One of the easiest ways to weatherize your home is to seal air
leaks around your windows and doors. This can make a significant impact on your energy bill.”

The kick-off event will be held on Saturday, November 5, from 10:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., at the Martin
Luther King Memorial Central Library at 201 G St NW, Washington, D.C. 20001. The Commission will
distribute weatherization items at one library in each ward during the campaign. A complete event
schedule and registration links can be found on the Commission’s website. Registration is encouraged
but not required. You must be a District resident to receive a weatherization item. Available while
supplies last.
